Software

The supplier will design, implement, test, debug and document a software module known as "ZOOM-Perl" which will provide an object-oriented API by which client programs written in Perl can access Z39.50 services, including but not limited to the Zebra server at the heart of the new version of the Koha ILS. The software will include an API for database update (record insertion, modification and deletion) as well as read-only operations such as searching, sorting, retrieval and index scanning.

Licence

Index Data will retain copyright on the software.  It will be released under the licence terms conventional for Perl modules, that is, the same terms as Perl itself.  This means that the software may be distributed under either the GNU GPL or the Artistic Licence.  Specifically, this allows the software to be integrated into Koha, which is itself distributed under the GNU GPL.  It also allows the software to be uploaded to CPAN, the Comprehensive Perl Archive Network.

Fee

Index Data's fee for delivering the software will be $15000 (U.S. dollar), which amount includes all relevant taxes.

Payment terms

The supplier will invoice for one third of the total (i.e. $5000) when this agreement is confirmed, one third when the initial delivery is made, and one third when acceptance testing is complete and any bugs or omissions arising from this testing have been fixed to the customer's satisfaction.  Payment must be made within 30 days of invoicing.

Schedule

Work will begin within one working week of this agreement's confirmation.  The initial delivery is expected within one calendar month of confirmation.  The customer is expected to embark on acceptance testing as soon as possible thereafter, to allow completion within one further calendar month.  If any payment is delayed beyond 30 days of the invoice date, then an additional penalty charge of 1.5% will be levied for each full or partial month's delay.
